DECISION AND ORDER

This matter arises under the lllinois Prevailing wage Act (“IPWA™), 820 IL.CS 130/0.01,
et seq. and the regulations found at 56 Ill. Admin Code 120.100, ef seq. The action concerns
written and specific objections filed by Petitioners to the Illinois Department of Labor’s June,
2009 determination of prevailing wages for the Operating Engineers Building and Highway
classifications and descriptions in the following counties: Boone, Carroll, De Kalb, Jo Daviess,
Lee, Ogle, Stephenson, Whiteside (East), Winnebago, Bureau (East), La Salle, Livingston,
Putnam (East), Cook, DuPage, Grundy, Kane, Kankakee, Kendall, Lake, McHenry, Will, Henry
(W), Mercer, Rock Island and Whiteside (W).

The parties negotiated a settlement of the objections and submitted an executed Consent
Decree. Pursuant to 56 IlI. Admin Code 120.540, the parties request review of the Consent
Decree and an Order disposing of the proceeding.

Having reviewed the Consent Decree, I find that the Consent Decree is appropriate.
Accordingly, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the stipulations, agreements, terms and conditions
contained therein, which are attached hereto, are ACCEPTED and shall have the same force and
effect as if they were individually and specifically set forth in the body of this Order.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the Objection proceeding referenced herein and set for
status on QOctober 21, 2009 at 2:00 p.m. is dismissed.
